Frequently asked
questions

Why should | send my child to Prep?

Prep provides the foundation for your child’s
success at school. The new Australian Curriculum,
which will be introduced in Queensland from 2012,
includes Prep. No Queensland child can afford to
miss out on this important foundation year.

Do I need to let the school know if my
child is going to be away for a day of
Prep?

Yes—You must let the school know why your child is
not going to be at school.

What does ‘Prep as the first year of
schooling’ mean?

The Queensland Government’s ambition is that
every Queensland child will have 13 years of

schooling, from Prep to Year 12. Prep is the first year

of these 13 years of schooling.

What should I do if | think my child isn’t
ready to start Prep?

Most children commence Prep in the year they
become eligible, however should you be concerned
your child is not ready to start school at this time,
they can commence Prep a year later when they are
of compulsory school age (6 years and 6 months).

How old does my child need to be to start
Prep?

Your child must be 5 years old by 30 June in the year

they start Prep.
